ARIA 2 – BCS 3224

RULES 

Rules are put in place to govern the use, safety and condition of the common property and common assets and the safety of the complex, for the benefit of all residents. 

Failure to observe these Rules may result in a fine. 

It is important you familiarize yourself with the Bylaws of the Strata Corporation; non-compliance will result in fines being charged to your Unit. 

Section 1 - SECURITY
1. When entering the building, DO NOT hold the door open for a person behind you, unless you know that person to be a resident.  Tell anyone unfamiliar to you that they must use a key fob or the Enterphone to gain entry.  BE FIRM.  This is not being rude, but rather being security conscious.

2. Do not admit canvassers, solicitors or advertisers into the building for any reason or excuse. 

3. Be certain you know who is calling on your Enterphone before buzzing them in.  If using Shaw Cable, you should be able to view them on your television, please use Channel 99.

4. When entering or exiting the parkade, drivers must stop and wait for the security gate to close behind them before proceeding.  Do not allow another vehicle to follow you in or out. 

Section 2 - SAFETY
5. Drivers must observe the posted speed limit of 10km/hr (very slow) in the Parkade.

6. Use of rollerblades and skateboards is prohibited in all common areas. No Shopping Carts are to brought into the premises. Thrifty Store provides a carrying service. You may want to purchase a personal shopping trolley.

7. Residents shall not keep or store highly combustible products such as gasoline anywhere on the premises.

8. Fire alarms are to be activated ONLY in the case of fire or other emergency.  The cost of the Fire Department or Police response to a false alarm will be assessed to the perpetrator of the false alarm.

9. No live Christmas trees are permitted anywhere on the premises due to Fire Department Regulations and Insurance Company Policies.

10. Christmas and seasonal lights are ONLY permitted between November 15 and January 31 and must only be attached to the balcony metal railing without drilling any holes.

Section 3 - USE OF PREMISES

11. SMOKING is prohibited in all common areas, including, but not limited to lobbies, hallways, elevators, stairwells, parking areas, storage areas. If you are to smoke on your balconies, please be considerate and DO NOT throw ashes or butts over the side.  This is a serious fire hazard.
12. There are regulations regarding pets living or visiting ARIA (2) in accordance with the Strata Corporation’s Bylaws, and the Bylaws of the City of Port Moody governing pet ownership. In addition, All pets require registration with the Aria 2 Management Team and the Strata Council. No pet exceeding 16 inch in height (up to and including the neck) is allowed in all areas of Aria 2. Please familiarize yourself with these and all City of Port Moody Bylaws. It is mandatory that you pick up after your pet at the times.  It is mandatory that your pet be on a leash at all times. www.cityofportmoody.com. 
13. In consideration of other residents, a noise restriction is in place from 11PM to 7AM. If you feel someone is in violation of this Strata Rule & City Bylaw please contact the Port Moody Police -604 461 3456. This is not the responsibility of the Resident Manager.

14. Window Coverings must be white in color when seen form the outside.

Section 4 - VEHICLE PARKING
15. Residents must park in their assigned stalls.  Residents may not park in the Visitor Parking Area unless prior permission has been obtained from the Resident Manager. 
16. Unlicensed vehicles are prohibited from parking in the Visitor Parking Area, and will be towed by the towing contractor without notice and at the Owner’s expense.

17. Residents who wish to park an unlicensed vehicle in their assigned parking space must provide the Management Company with a copy of Storage Insurance including Third Party Liability to $1 Million.  Vehicles must be in full working order at all times.

18. Mechanical work of any kind on any vehicle is not permitted in the Visitor Parking area or in residents’ assigned stalls. 
19. No storage of items is permitted in parking areas. 
Section 5 – GARBAGE

20. Large cardboard cartons must be broken down, flattened, and placed in the CARDBOARD BINS ALLOCATED

21. Recyclable items are to be placed in the designated BLUE bins in the Garbage Room.

22. No unwanted furniture, mattresses or other large household items are to be left in the Garbage room.  Monitoring Cameras will identify residents doing this and the fees incurred to remove the items will be billed directly to the Unit.
23. All garbage must be kept and carried in a closed container in all common areas of Aria 2.
Section 6 - BALCONIES
24. Balconies must not be used for storage.

25. Wind chimes are not permitted on balconies.

26. No hibachis or briquette barbecues are permitted.

27. No hooks are to be mounted to balcony ceilings or walls.

28. No signs, clothing, or other items must be hung on the balcony.

29. Flower pots and planters must be totally inside the balcony – not on top of or outside the railing.  Plant raisers must be used to create airflow between the planter and the balcony deck.

30. No cigarettes and no other item to be thrown from the balconies.  This is a fire and safety hazard.

31. Balconies must be hand washed, and any water to be collected and wiped.  No water is to go over the balcony.  See attached Balcony Cleaning 101.

                                                                  Section 6 – BICYCLES
32. Bicycles must be stored in your storage locker.  Bicycles are permitted on the elevator to go to and from the storage room or locker ONLY. Bicycles are not permitted on the elevator above the Ground  floor.
Section 7 – Moving In/Out
33. A minimum of seven (7) days notice is required and given to the Aria 2 management team . On the day of move in/out, owners or residents must contact the Strata Manager to have the elevator locked up for their use. 

34. Non-refundable fee of $200 and refundable $200 deposit are applied.  
35. Hours of move in/out are restricted to between 9:00 am to 5:00pm Monday to Sunday. A maximum of three (3) hours are allowed for moving. Any extra time requires prior approval from the Aria 2 Council or Management Team. 

36. Owners will be responsible for any Occupant in their Strata Lot moving in/out of the building and will be responsible for any damage to Common Property.

37. Only the designated move in/out elevator (the one with elevator pads) is allowed for use for moving. 

38. The Aria 2 Management Team will conduct a before and after inspection of all areas that are used during move-in.  The deposit will be returned once management is satisfied that no damage to the common property has occurred.
39. It is owner’s responsibility to insure all lobby doors closed and locked when unattended during the moving period.
Section 8 - GENERAL

40. Personal items such as mops, brooms, shoes, etc. may not be left outside the apartment in the hallway.  They are to be kept inside the apartment or stored in the lockers. 

41. Doormats are not permitted in the hallway outside the apartment door. 

42. Illegal activity is not permitted within the Aria 2 complex or its grounds. All illegal activity shall be reported to the police.
43. Bulletin boards in mailrooms are to be used for posting notices and require prior approval by council.  Notices are to display unit number of issuer and date of placement.  All notices will be removed two weeks after placement.
